 Spring 2016 ð New Library Books 
Spring has sprung -  the grass has 'riz  -  and here you go ï the library'biz.  

 
My job is to keep you current with the times and what's new in quilting.  The world is changing so quickly 
and I believe quilting is keeping up with the pace in regards to ñchangeò.  I can't tell you enough how much 
I love the modern quilts that are coming out.  These new quilters think differently ï they take a traditional 
quilt and challenge it.  They use the same traditional blocks we do, use cottons (like we do), they quilt, they 
bind and I think that's where our similarities end.  They ask themselves ñWhat Ifò? and they then take off 
with new ideas from there.  They are minimalists, have intense colours, are risk takers, quilt the day-lights 
out of their quilts, and so on.  I can and I need to learn from them.  The new books as listed below are all 
MODERN.  Do take a look at them and before passing any judgement, ask yourself:  Could I do that?  I 
personally am trying to learn what I can.  These modernists have changed the past.

Quilter's Acadamy Vol.  5 ï Master's Year              Harriet and Carrie Hargraves 
   This book teaches the skills required in creating your first Medallion quilt.  Concentration is given for the creation of borders 
which is, afterall, what a medallion is all about as well as the piecing methods.  Historical overviews are provided along with some 
drafting skills 
 
Masterful Machine Pieced Quilts                               Jean Biddick 
  A DVD is included with this book to print patterns all of which are based on mosaics found on floors.  Not only do you feel the 
old-world charm but each design could be the centre piece for a Medallion quilt.  Very good instructions along with 15 patterns. 
 
Liberated Medallion                                                   Gwen Marston 
   Want to throw points, and rules out the window?  Gwen will show you the way .  She gives us a historical overview showing that 
not all quilts were ñperfectò and by being imperfect we can have a little bit more fun and make something quite refreshing.  I've 
seen quite a few repro's of these quilts on Pinterest. 
 
The Modern Medallion Workbook                            Janice Ryan, Beth Vassalo 
   I LOVE this book.  More than just medallions, they show modern use of fabrics (those ones I don't know dhow to use...) and 
some improvisational borders (perhaps took a chapter out o Gwen Marston's book).  The feel is modern. Good use of minimalism 
on some quilts, and all are outstanding. 
 
Striking Strip Quilts                                                    Kate Henderson 
   Sixteen unique designs are presented for use of your  2 1/2ò strips or to create from your own stash.     Quick-piece triangle 
corners, and chain sewing are wonderfully illustrated with the end product looking somewhat complicated.  The book has a modern 
feel to it but we all know it's only because of the use of lighter colours.  Good for every skill level. 
 
Nature Inspired Modern Quilts                                   Bernadette Mayr 
   Try your hand at some free-form-cutting techniques complete with step-by-step tutorials.  Great for all skill levels with beautiful 
influences from Mother Nature herself. 
 
Sister Sampler Quilts                                                     AnneMarie Chany 
   A beautiful book.  These aren't the samplers from the 80's!  This is the new generation.  Forget the 12 blocks with 2ò sashing 
between each block ï no sir.  This is the new take.  Each block is photoed with 2 colour ways showing you how utterly different  
the block is when colours are differently placed.  Very good book.  I love this one too. 
 
Moda All-Stars All in a Row                                           Moda Fabrics 
    Get your friends together and make some playful row by rows.  This is such  a beautiful book that can be made to be seasonal 
with sand buckets in a row, washing on the line, little scottie dogs, hares in the yard, chickadee birds in the trees with hats on, 
flowers, spools...  The pictures of the quilts depict modern flare and FUN.  Applique and piecing are used. 
 
Improv Handbook for Modern Quilters                          Sherrri Lynn Wood 
   I really want this for my own collection. An excellent book teaching elements of design, techniques, and more so, how to ñlet 
goò.  Exploring Scale, Evaluations, Flexible Patterning. Letting go of Expectations, Letting go of Anxieties, Aspects of colour, 
What is Improv are just some of the many topics discussed.  This book if a guide to quilting courageously. 
 
Japanese Contemporary Quilts and Quilters                      Teresa Duryea Wong 
  Did you know there are about 21 million quilters in the US?  Nor did I!  The second largest concentration of quilters is in Japan 
with approx 2 to 3 million. The book  hilights 8 Japanese quilt artists who were initially influenced by their American counterparts 
then growing into their own unique styles within a period of 20 to 30 years.  All are contemporary artists and their stories are a 
great read.
